The balance consists of some 10,000 TCs, 350 TBs and 3,000 TAs.  How many can be accounted for?  Where are they?  Who owns them?  Who cares?
There really are some of us out there who do care about such things.  Guess it's just part of the 'mystique'.  As you probably know, I'm strictly a TD and TF type.  The TA/B/C folks have their end very well under control so I'm not about to venture into those waters.  To the best of my knowledge there are two major lists available to us for TD and TF information. The TD list is maintained by George Merson and contains data about on over 1300 TDs.  George's list is set up by Car No., Original Engine No., Present Engine No., MKII?, L/RHD, Owner and location.  The TF list is maintained by Jeff Payne and contains data on about 1100 TFs.  Jeff's list is set up by Owner, Chassis No., Displacement, Engine No., Build Date, Body No., Color, Location.  George and Jeff have allowed me to present their lists on my website.
